· The home, family and friends

Presentation 

You will need a photograph of a family member or friend who you will describe to your classmates. You will create a mini-booklet, which I will describe in class. 
· Your description should include both character and physical descriptions. 

· These may include: 

· Who this person is

· Birth date (age) 

· His/her most important character strength 

· Physical appearance (as much as you have learned)

· You should be able to also talk about some of this person’s likes and dislikes

· These may include:

· Food and drink

· Activities he/she enjoys and does not enjoy

· Favorite holidays

· You will have 1-2 minutes to make your presentation. 

· Write your rough draft

· If you are in an editing group, share your rough draft, make corrections and then submit the final draft to your teacher. 

· Make your presentation to the class. YOU MAY NOT READ YOUR REPORT.

	Fluency: How well did the speaker’s oral language flow across the presentation
	The speaker’s delivery was well paced with minimal pauses and for the required length.

	The speaker’s delivery was marked by halting speech and did not meet required length. 
	The speaker’s poor delivery interfered with meaning regardless of length. 

	Accuracy 1: How correct was the speaker’s pronunciation?
	The speaker’s pronunciation of practiced vocabulary was uniformly correct. 
	The speaker’s pronunciation of practiced vocabulary was satisfactory.
