· This will include: 

· 10 reflexive verbs, minimum
· 8 stem changing verbs, minimum
· You will have 1-2 minutes to make your presentation. 

· Create a rough draft/graphic organizer/borradór
· If you are in an editing group, share your rough draft, make corrections and then submit the final draft to your teacher. 

· Make your presentation to the class. YOU MAY NOT READ YOUR REPORT.
